The tethered caps, that stay attached to the bottle
after having been opened, will become an object
of everyday use for European consumers from
2024, when 2019/904 directive will enter into
force. The EU directive establishes the minimum
recycled percentage in plastic beverage bottles
(25% starting from 2025 and 30% starting from
2030) and states that the caps of PET bottles have
to be attached to the container, so that they can
be recycled together with the bottle, thus avoiding
they end up as waste in the environment.
